The concept of KCA took birth in the social gatherings held at Sacred Heart Church, Manama,
Kingdom of Bahrain, which promoted the fellowship among the Kerala Catholics. The journey of
50 years commenced with the formation of the first Executive Committee and continued its journey
together with many Executive Committees elected in the Annual General . KCA cherishes
a unique mutual trust, single-minded devotion, and profound sense of gratitude among its members.
This keeps the name of KCA elegantly in lofty places as one of the best expatriate associations in the
socio cultural and charitable front in the Kingdom of Bahrain.

KCA continues its journey with dedication and commitment from its members who are instrumental in
bringing about cohesion in the community, manifesting the talents of the youth and grooming the future
generation with leadership skills.

Arrival of Kerala Catholics in Bahrain

Christianity in India traces its roots to the arrival of St. Thomas, one of the 12 disciples of Jesus
Christ, at Kodungallur in AD 52. The Christians in India who accepted the divine authority of the Pope
in Rome firmly believe that he is the successor of St. Peter and they came to be known as Roman
Catholics. They placed great value in family bonds, filial affection, siblings’ relationships, Christian
education, community life, moral upbringing and social responsibilities. With an outstanding academic
performance and strong desire to improve their living standard, many Christians from Kerala looked

nd the horizon and migrated to Middle East, Europe, USA and Australia for employment. Kingdom
of Bahrain, being the firstin the Middle East to discover oilin 1932 was weicoming professionals in health,
education, architecture, civil engineering, mechanical engineering commerce and manufacturing. It
paved the way for many Catholic families to arrive and settle in Bahrain. They naturally began to

associate with the Catholic families on various occasions which evolved into social groups for fulfilling
their socio-cultural and charitable needs.

Kerala Catholics in the Kingdom of Bahrain

Kingdom of Bahrain, which signifies the land of two seas, was an archipelago of 33 small islands in
early 1950s and warm-heartedly welcomed Keralites to the Kingdom with generous hospitality. With
the discovery of oil in Bahrain, the Kingdom was ushering in an era of modernization under the wise
leadership of late His Highness Shaikh Salman bin Hamad Al Khalifa (1921-1961), late His Highness
Shaikh Isa Bin Salman Al Khalifa (1961-1999), late His Royal Highness Shaikh Khalifa Bin Salman
Al Khalifa, His Majesty King Hamad Bin Isa Al Khalifa and His Royal Highness Shaikh Salman Bin
Hamad Al Khalifa Crown Prince and Prime Minister.

The Royal Family and the citizens of the Kingdom of Bahrain were very hospitable and offered Keralites
employment along with comliortable accommodation in peaceful settings. The boom in oil industry in
early 1970s spurred the growth of economy and necessitated the availability of human resources. It
further led to the arrival of Keralites to the Kingdom, many of whom were Catholics and still reside
here. The co-existence of different religious communities promoted by the wise leaders of the kingdom,
and the freedom of expressions enjoyed by the expatriate communities were messages sent out by
the Royal Family Rulers and the Government to reiterate the fact that the nation wants a peaceful
environment for its development. Kerala Catholics promise their loyalty and commitment to
the wise leadership of the rulers and express their gratitude for the warmth and cordiality shown to
Kerala Catholics in welcoming and offering them jobs.

Kerala Catholics in Sacred Heart Church

The Sacred Heart Church, the first Christian church in the region, founded by Bishop Tirinanzi in
1939 is a Roman Catholic church situated in Manama, Kingdom of Bahrain. The foundation stone of
the church was laid in 1939. The church was built with the help of Fr. Luigi, a Capuchin priest, and
was formally blessed in 1940, The ltalian Priests were responsible for running the parish to meet the
spiritual and religious needs of the Catholic Christian residents from South and South-East Asia. Saint
Barth's Hall was built between 1957 and 1858 to provide a place for socialization and fellowship to the
parishioners and residence to the priests. Camboni Sisters arrived in 1953 and were given the charge
of the Sacred Heart School, which is now run by the Apostolic Carmelite Sisters.

As the economy in the Arabian Gulf region grew stronger due to the expansion in oil industry,
more Catholic residents arrived in Bahrain and the parish underwent sizeable development with a
construction of main church in 1980. The church meets the spiritual needs of an estimated 140,000
people from all over the world.

In 2010, Vicariate of Arabia was divided into Northern and Southem Vicariates. Our Lady of Arabia
(OLA) Cathedral was consecrated in 2021. Rev. Fr. Saji Thomas (OFM Cap.) is the Spiritual Director
of the Malayalam community and is also the in-c of the Cathedral. His Lordship Bishop Camilio
Ballin, MCCJ, was the Apostolic Vicar of Northern Arabia (AVONA) (Bahrain, Kuwait, Qatar and Saudi
iArabia). His Lordship assumed the title in 2011 when the Apostolic Vicariate of Northern Arabia came
nto existence.

History of Malayalam Holy Mass in Sacred Heart Church

All the religious and spiritual needs like Holy Mass, Confession and Charismatic Prayer for the
Bahrain Malalayam Catholic Community were under the leadership and initiative of Kerala Catholic
Association. The visit of His Grace Benedict Mar Gregorious, the then President of Catholic Bishops
Conference of India (CBCI) in October 1988 was organized by Kerala Catholic Association. It was at
that time the need of a priest for Malayalam Catholic Community was raised to His Grace and the
matter was brought to the attention of the authorities concerned, the Congregation of the Oriental
Churches under the Holy See, as His Grace was the member of the Congregation going to attend the
meeting of the Oriental Churches. It was His Grace who said the first Malayalam Holy Mass for the
Catholic Community in public at Sacred Heart Church and who was the first ever Catholic Arch Bishop
to arrive in Bahrain. The religious nun, Rev. Sr. Allyamma Chamathayil OSS was in Bahrain for the
practice and preparation of the Holy Mass.

Concept of KCA

The tradition of St. Thomas Christians in Kerala, one of the earliest Christian communities in the worid,
is as old as AD 52 the year in which St. Thomas, one of the twelve aposties of Lord Jesus Christ,
arrived at Kodungallur, Kerala. He baptized many families. In this way, an indigencus church was
formed by the believers in St. Thomas. They are called St. Thomas Christians. Even though Kerala
Catholics voyaged and resided in Bahrain, they remained steadfast to their faith attending Holy Mass
on every Friday and Sunday at the Sacred Heart Church. As social clubs and associations had not
come into existence in Bahrain in those days, Sacred Heart Church provided a place to Catholics for
social gatherings and fellowship. It was an opportunity for Kerala Catholic community to meet and
know each other. In these gatherings, the idea of forming an association sprouted,

Once the idea was bom, it was shared among the like-minded Catholics. The idea of exclusive
premises for the association instilled confidence in everyone. The cultural and social needs created a
collective awareness which motivated them to pursue a greater understanding and fruitful cooperation.
The initial purpose was to get together on special occasions like celebrating Christmas, New Year
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and Easter. Those like-minded Kerala Catholics, the pioneering members of the association, formed
Kerala Catholic Association in 1970.

Foundation of KCA

The founder members had many deliberations on the idea before calling for a wide spread awareness
campaign among the Kerala Catholics residing in Bahrain. Meanwhile, with the help of late Mr. J T
Govias, a draft constitution was prepared and bye-laws were also drawn out for the approval of the
General Body for the Association. All the Catholics were members of KCA. However, only those who
paid annual subscription of BD 1/- were eligible to vote and hold positions in the Executive Committee.
As a result of the campaign, a formal General Body Meeting was convened for the first time in a
residence situated near Police Fort. It was at this General Body Meeting the constitution was adopted
and Kerala Catholic Association was formally founded.

To bring up the new born assoclation and organize the activities of KCA, the General Body elected
the first Executive committee for a term of two years. Initially, the norm of the General Body was to
elect Hon. President and Hon. General Secretary who then co-opted rest of the Hon. Members for
the Executive Committee. In accordance with the above norm, the first Executive Committee of KCA
came into existence as follows:

The blessings and guidance of the Sacred Heart Church Parish Priests enlightened the members to
grow spiritually in God's wisdom, encouraged them to participate in church activities and strengthened
them in Christian faith, KCA had functioned for over two decades from St, Barth’s Hall, when KCA still
keep a good relationship with the Parish Priests.,

For the many years that followed, Mr. John Cruz was the animator and mentor of KCA dedicating
himself as the member of Sacred Heart Church. He was the General Secretary of KCA for the first
three years and President of KCA for several terms.

Many other prominent members had eamestly rendered their philanthropical services to KCA. Their
contributions weaved the strands of unity amongst the members and nurtured KCA. Mr. Raphael
Cherussery, Mr. V C Das, Mr. P P Joseph, Mr. Zacharia Joseph, Mr. Lonen George, Mr. John Kurian,
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and Mr. C J Simon were among them (See Annexure |).

It was a practice that any Kerala Catholic who had received Central Popular Registration (CPR) card
of Bahrain would automatically become the member of KCA. With the payment of registration fee to
KCA, he was entitled to voting right in the election to the KCA Executive Commitiee.

Blessings of Holy Mass

Veteran members of KCA highly regarded the Holy Mass dedicated for KCA on every new year day.
They reminisce the Holy Mass as blessings from Reverend Priests of Sacred Heart Church and
Reverend Sisters of Comboni Convent. The celebration of Holy Mass in English was followed by
cultural programs and dinner at St. Barth’s Hall.

Observance of Lenten season with prayer and fasting, commemorative resurrection of Lord Jesus
Christ on Easter Sunday and Easter celebration organized by KCA were highly appreciative.

St. Thomas Day, the feast of the Apostle of Indla, was celebrated solemnly on 3 July every year with
Malayalam Holy Mass which was followed by a warm reception arranged by KCA for all the attendees
in the Holy Mass.

Malayalam Holy Mass was celebrated regularly once in every month as an initiative of Rev. Fr. Marcel
OFM Cap. the then assistant parish priest, and KCA was given the opportunity to assist in the Holy
Mass. Rev. Fr. Clarence OFM Cap. said the Malayalam Holy Mass using the Tamil transcript for the
Malayalam attendees ing in Malayalam on 3™ July 1990, St. Thomas Day. The first Malayalam
Priest who said the Holy Mass in the chapel of Comboni Sisters was Rev. Fr. Dr. Abraham Kakkanatt
(HE Bishop Emiratus Abraham Mar Julios).

Traditional Celebrations of KCA

In the beginning, social gatherings were limited to Christmas, New Year Day and Easter celebrations
besides picnic. Another significant program was the annual get-together of the Christian denominations
- Jacobite, Marthomite, and Church of South India (CSI) - along with Kerala Catholic Association.

KCA played a key role in organizing cultural programs and carol songs in which Mr. Davis Koottamplakkil,
Mr. P C Abraham, Mr. Dominic Mathew Adukanil, Mr. Manuel Mariadas, Mr. Thomas James, Mr.
Antony Eamest, Mr. Joseph Fernandes, Ms. Annie Thomas, Ms. Baby Augustine, Ms. Elsy Thomas,
Ms. Daisy Thomas and Ms. Annie Abel were active participants.

Other prominent participants were Mr. Joshi Chennatt, Mr. Mathew Thoppan, Mr. Joy Thottakath, Mr. P
A Kuruvila, Mr. Abraham John, Mr. Sibi Cherukadu, Mr. Joy Bartholomew, Mr. Jose Francis, Mr. Benny

Al the wake of 1988, senior members like Mr. John Cruz, Mr. Lonen George, Mr. T. S. Mathew, Mr. Sibi
C. Mathew, Mr. Abraham John, Mr. Mathew K Thomas, Mr. P. A. Kuruvilla and many others dedicated
themselves to the Malayalam Prayer group.

First Visit by an Archbishop and Audience with HH Amir

Kerala Catholic community in Sacred Heart Parish was blessed by the visit of the then President of
Catholic Bishops Conference of India, His Grace Mar Benedict Gregorius, Archbishop of Trivandrum
on Friday, 28 October 1988. The community members, benefactors and supporters gathered at St.
Barth’s Hall at 10.30 a.m. for a public meeting. A large crowd of Kerala Catholics from all areas of
Bahrain assembled to listen to the wisdom of God from His Grace. Rev. Fr. Eugene Matioli was the
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Parish Priest, and KCA Executive Committee under the leadership of Late Mr. Francis Joseph made
all the arrangements for the visit of His Grace, the memories of which remain in the minds of the entire
Catholic Community in Bahrain. His Grace had an official audience with HH Amir Sh. Isa Bin Saiman
Al Khalifa which was arranged by the Ambassador of India, HE Mr. M P M Menon.

Footprints of Cultural Values

Socio-cultural footprints were imprinted because of the dedication and commitment of KCA Executive
Committees who encouraged the members to promote fellowship among them, Their timely guidance
and motivation kept the members grow in wisdom and understanding of the Holy Bible by enacting
biblical dramas like “AKKALDAMA" in 1974, Veteran actors had cast various biblical characters
displaying their outstanding acting acumen and talents.

“SHARATHKALAM®, a drama based on social theme, was staged by KCA in 1977. It won accolades
from critics, admiration from crowd and appreciation from all communities. The director, arists and
actors put their heart and soul into it in order to make the drama an outstanding one. The timely
dedication of the visionary leaders led the Association on the cultural frontiers, upbringing talents
among KCA members and their families.

It was widely accepted that KCA stood in the forefront of promoting art and culture. In 1987, KCA,
in association with Gulf Musical Promotions, Ajeeb and Adhari Video organized a stage program
named ‘Kalabhavan Nite’. Cochin Kalabhavan, under the guidance and presence of Rev. Fr. Abel
CMI, performed on stage with their titie ‘Ganamela and Mimics Parade’.

KCA has seen off many members who left Bahrain for good due fo retirement or migration. KCA has
honored such members in a befitling manner in the presence of KCA members for their dedicated and
committed services. The grand farewell given to Mr. John Cruz, founder member and ardent activist
of KCA in April 1888 was one such occasion. Farewells to Mr. P V Mathew, a veteran member in 1988
and Mr. J. Kunjummen, an active member and past General Secretary are worth mentioning here.

KCA gratefully reminisce the wholehearted guidance accorded by the Indian Embassy and the
Ambassadors. In 1989, KCA hosted a grand farewell at St. Barth's Hall to bid farewell to Indian
Ambassador, HE Mr. M. P. M. Menon in the presence of a large audience for his invaluable service to
the Indian community.

Re-registration of KCA

In 1991, the Ministry of Labor and Soclal affairs, Bahrain made it obligatory for all Clubs and Associations
to re-register in the Ministry. The General body held during the year authorized the Executive committee
to obtain the necessary re-registration. With the blessings from the church authorities, KCA submitted
the application for stration. The then President Mr. Mathew Sebastian took the initiative to submit
the relevant documents after meticulous scrutiny. Mr. Jose V. Kurisinkal was involved as instructed by
the Ministry of Labour and Social Affairs.

The Ministry of Labor and Social Affairs issued no re-registration for a long time. Prof. P. S. Abraham
revived the re-registration efforts. Mr. Mathew Chalil (former KCA Executive Committee member and
the then President of Bahrain Keraleeya Samajam) followed up. Late Mr. Francis Joseph played a
pivotal role and it became fruitful. The follow up of late Mr. Francis Joseph with the Ministry authorities
helped KCA get the name re-registered and made the long-cherished dream come true. During the
Christmas and New Year get together at St. Barth's Hall in 1992, the then President Mr. Mathew
Sebastian formally informed the members that KCA was accorded with the official re-registration.

Re-plantation of KCA

The approval by the Ministry of Labor and Social affairs for KCA as a registered association redefined
its boundaries and made it search for its own premises. Since the functioning of a registered association
could not be continued in Sacred Heart Church premises, Rev. Fr. Felicio Diniz instructed the office
bearers of KCA to search for another premises. As a result of intense search for a year and six
months, the then General Secretary, Mr. Abraham John was instrumental in finding the villa in Segaya
where KCA is situated now.

Going down memory lane, KCA members were enthused to have its own premises and the Association
was rejuvenated by the efforts of a bunch of persistent and determined members led by late Mr.
Francis Joseph. Even though the efforts were mammoth, the noble idea of ‘Nurturing the Identity’
propelled the Association. It aroused an indomitable spirit amongst the Kerala Catholics and many
came forward with dedication and commitment.

Late Mr. Francis Joseph, Mr. Baby Joseph, Mr. Abraham John, Mr. Sebastian Mappilassery, Mr.
Sebastian Manjaly, Mr. Jose Fernandez, Mr. T. S. Mathew, Mr. Tomy Xavier, Mr. Joy Thottakath, and
Mr. Dhas Alphonse took initiative to opt for the present villa as the premises of KCA at Segaya. Initial
estimate was approximately BD 50,000 and each one offered a salary of one month. Late Mr. Francis
Joseph voluntarily contributed the balance of BD 25,000.

Mr. P. P. Chackunny, Mr. A. S. Jose, Mr. Jose Kurisinkal, Mr. K. O. Davies, Mr. K. S. John, Mr. P. C.
Abraham, Mr. M. M. Jose, Mr. K. K. Jose and Mr. Thottiyan K, Jose encouraged the veterans.

The historic opening of new premises in 1993 was a time of grand celebration for the members.
Everyone thanked God Almighty for the benevolence of the ruling family and the blessings of the
spiritual leaders of our parish KCA had. The Sacred Heart Church Parish Priest Very Rev. Fr. Felicia
Diniz blessed the new premises of KCA and H. E. Shaikh Daij Al Khalifa inaugurated it by lighting the
traditional lamp. It was a milestone on the long journey ahead.

Symbol of KCA

The logo of KCA is a symbol of Kerala's natural beauty, coconut groves hugging the shorelines and
beautiful people of abundant blessings. Their mission being helping the needy, safeguarding the culture
and sharing the fellowship. Their values being compassion, kindness and humanity. The logo was the
creative imagination of Mr. P. C. Abraham and the artistic talent of designer Antony Bartholomew.

The nerve center of KCA complied with the rules and regulations of Minisiry of Labour and Social
Affairs for the Association to function. Though the veterans took the bold step to rent out the premises,
the facilities were less established and it was a daunting task to develop it into an inhabitable shape.
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The first Executive Committee to take up the mission to develop it into a full-fledged association after
the opening of the new premises was:

Sub-committees of volunteers were formed to visit individual houses to encourage Catholics to become
members of KCA and the result was an overwhelming response.

Hallmark of Charity

Complying with the law of the land, KCA has imprinted a halimark of charity on its name and fame.
Compassion and kindness to their fellow humans are the noble values of KCA members. They
found the Will of God in what they shared with the less privileged. There are many benefactors and
philanthropists whose generous contributions to the KCA charity fund sustained its charity works.
Many needy people have received help from KCA on numerous occasions. KCA always stood for
noble causes and was able to undertake charity projects both in Bahrain and India (See Annexure-2).

Hospital visit has been practiced by KCA members. It is a Christian value to pray for the sick, visit
them in hospital and comfort them in their sufferings. KCA has provided a great support to the sick
admitted in hospitals by upholding this Christian value. The voluntary involvement of KCA members in
sending the dead bodies of those who met with tragic ends in Bahrain to their relatives in India, shows
the noble mission of KCA.
